The Cultural Heritage Protection Cooperation Office, Asia-Pacific Cultural
Heritage Centre for UNESCO (ACCU Nara Office) has been implementing
various international cooperation programmes including the training
course for human resource development, in cooperation with international
organisations such as UNESCO (United Nations Educational, Scientific and
Cultural Organization) and ICCROM (International Centre for the Study of
the Preservation and Restoration of Cultural Property).

In the Asia-Pacific region, there are various forms
of tangible cultural heritage of great wvalue,
reflecting the rich culture and history of each
country. Although the cultural heritage sites
with indigenous culture and tradition have been
safeguarded for generations, many of them are
facing dangers of being destroyed or seriously
damaged due to a shortage of human resources
and funds for protection, global environmental
changes, and human-induced causes.

In response to the requests for further coopera-
tion in the field of cultural heritage protection
from Asia-Pacific countries, ACCU Nara Office
was established in 1999 at Nara, one of the centre
of cultural properties and a focal point of research
of Japanese cultural properties, in cooperation
with the Agency for Cultural Affairs, Japan, the
Nara Prefectural Government and Nara City Gov-
ernment.

Since then, many experts in Asia-Pacific coun-
tries have participated in the training courses for
human resources development, one of the ACCU
Nara Office’s leading programmes. These partici-
pants are active in their own countries for protec-
tion of cultural heritage with their newly
acquired knowledge and techniques in the train-
ing course.
